1) Welcome and Apologies 
All were welcomed to the meeting and apologies noted.
2) Minutes of the previous meeting  held on 25th November 2010 

The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted as a correct record. 
3) Matters Arising 
Re: Item 7) Career Entry Development Programme (CEDP)
A TDA e-mail had been issued about the CEDP.  
Re: Item 8) Partnership and the knowledge base of teacher education 

The Academic Secretary’s paper had been redrafted and amended in the light of discussion at committees and the UCET conference. 

ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION 
4) Dissemination of EAL Materials 
Colleagues from the TDA spoke about the dissemination of materials aimed at supporting ITT provision in respect of EAL.  Support visits to providers were available and regional events being held. 
5) Allocations and Funding 
The scale of cuts in secondary had been significant and (because of over-allocation in the previous round and preferential treatment given to school-based routes) even worse than had been implied by the Secretary of State’s national allocations. Regional leads had been given responsibility for brokering the sharing of places, although the process for doing this was not always velar. A number of programmes might, it was felt, become unviable and applicants had been lost.  
6) Education White Paper 
6.1) ITE Review Proposals 
The ITE Review Proposals were not now expected until May 2011.
6.2) Teaching Schools 
Discussions were taking place between UCET and the TDA and National College to discuss the teaching school policy. These had, it was felt, been progressing well, although few final decisions had been made. It was hoped that there would not be any firm expectation that teaching schools became accredited ITE providers in their own right, but might instead choose to work in partnership with an accredited provider. Many aspiring teaching schools would, it was felt, welcome the support that HEIs were able to provide. 


6.3) Media Activity 

A summary of media activity generated from the first phase of the partnership with Munro and Forster was noted.  


6.4) One Day UCET Seminar on the implications of the Education White Paper for teacher 
education
UCET had arranged to hold a special one-day seminar on the implications of the White Paper at the Hilton Hotel in Euston on 21st March 2011.  Items which would be discussed would include teaching schools, CPD and working with school clusters. 

7) Discussion Meetings
7.1)  Feedback from morning meeting 

The morning discussion meeting session had been led by Terry Haydn from the University of East Anglia and Lynne Rogers from the Institute of Education, University of London. It was on the subject of managing pupil behaviour in the context of initial teacher training and had been well received.  Handouts and Powerpoint slides were sent out to committee members. 

7.2) Topics for future meetings

8) UCET, TDA and NASBITT Collaboration 
The TDA had entered into an agreement with UCET and NASBITT as a partnership of equals in order to help to develop and build capacity in ITT in key priority areas, with an initial focus on synthetic phonics.  The three organisations would contribute jointly to events and help to identify expert practitioners to share and develop practice across the sector.  It was agreed that consideration might in the future be given to conducting an exit survey of the sort likely to be carried out soon in respect of primary ITE. 
9) Inspections 

9.1) Inspection Issues from the previous term 
A summary of inspection issues discussed in the previous term and OFSTED’s responses had been issued with the committee papers and was noted. 
9.2) Feedback from recent inspections 
The following experiences were shared: 

· The inspection had been of huge scale, although the results had been good.  
· Pen portraits and the content of SEDs had attracted a lot of attention.  
It was noted that Teach 1st provision was to be inspected in the near future.  
9.3) Review of the inspection framework. 
The current inspection framework would remain in place for 2011/12 by when all inspections should have been completed. No decisions had been made on 2012 inwards.  
9.4) SED Analysis 
The UCET-commissioned analysis of the SED process had been completed. It concluded that the workload involved in completing SEDs was excessive and that the process had more to do with compliance than helping the sector. 
10) Review of National Curriculum: draft UCET response 
Comments on the draft response were invited. Individual member institutions were also encouraged to submit responses.  

11) Child Protection and the Vetting and Barring Scheme 
The Protection of Freedoms Bill meant that people working with children and vulnerable adults would not now have to register with the ISA, although the new CRB/ISA would continue to maintain the barring lists and to make barring decisions. Referrals should still be made as previously required. Regulated activity would be scaled back, so that there would be an ‘inner circle’ and an ‘outer circle’. Those on the inner circle (which would include ITE students) would be required to both carry out a CRB disclosure and a check against the barring list

12) Donaldson Review of Teacher Education in Scotland
The Donaldson Review had been published on 13th January 2011. It had been broadly welcomed by UCET because of its recognition that teaching was a profession rather than a craft, that universities should have a central role in initial training and ongoing professional development of teachers, and that there should be a greater synergy between ITE,EPD and CPD. 
13) 2011 UCET Conference 

The UCET annual conference would take place on 3rd and 4th November 2011 at the Hinckley Island Hotel. Keynote speakers would include Mary James, Robin Alexander, Richard Pring, Meg Maguire and Graham Donaldson.  
14) 2011 ICET Conference 

The 2011 ICET Conference would take place at the University of Glasgow on 11-14 July 2011. 
Keynote speakers would include Ian Menter from Glasgow, Paula Cordeiro from San Diego and 
Beatrice Avalos from Chile. ICET had a formal partnership with UCET and colleagues were 
encouraged to attend and to submit papers. 

15) Teaching as a profession; article by Gordon Kirk
