Further to your email to Paul Moses, I have attached the link below, as well as a copy of the amended section in the online initial teacher training (ITT) guidance, that sets out what ITT providers can and can’t do in line with the new Equality Act 2010 regarding health questionnaires.

Please note that we have also made a number of other changes to the guidance in line with the Equality Act, and we will be making these available online soon.

“Health and physical capacity to teach
Successful candidates offered a place on an ITT programme will have completed a fitness questionnaire prior to commencing the programme. Providers should not ask all-encompassing health questions but should ensure that they only ask targeted and relevant health-related questions which are necessary to ensure that a person can carry out an intrinsic function of the work of a teacher. Candidates with medical conditions that have a bearing on their occupational health are required to disclose these on the questionnaire.”
