Dear James,

We are certainly aware of concerns about assuring the quality of AO candidates from the consultation we ran a while ago, and have made clear to approved providers that the route is intended only for very experienced graduate teachers who can demonstrate meeting all the QTS standards without the need for further training. We have been clear  that they must be rigorous in their initial assessments of applicants, to ensure that only viable candidates are accepted. Jeff Williams has outlined to the approved providers how the Quality & Inspection team will be carrying out supportive light-touch quality assurance work with them during this development phase. As you know, we have also agreed with Ofsted that AO provision will be included in inspection alongside ITT.

We will consider the potential impact of AO on mainstream provision in our evaluation of the development phase next year.

I have included the full list of approved providers below for your reference, which includes EBITTs, HEIs and SCITTs.

On assessment only, there was some concern that it might develop into a backdoor route for significant numbers of teachers (500 is quite a lot) and so impact on mainstream allocations. We will have to take care that quality is maintained, and ensure that AO routes are only used for people with particular expertise and experience. Also, the committee would be interested to know whether any of the successful bidders were non HEIs.
