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Current position
The Trailblazer Leadership Group for the Further Education teaching apprenticeships was formed in 2015 and created a set of apprenticeship standards as follows:
· Further Education Learning and Skills Teacher (Level 5)
· Higher/ Further Education - Assessor Coach (Level 4)
· Higher/ Further Education - Learning Mentor (Level 3)

These were submitted and approved in 2015. Assessment plans for each of these apprenticeships were submitted and approved in 2016. The final stage before publication, namely the allocation of funding caps, was delayed due to concerns about support from the sector for the proposals: a rival bid from another group to develop standards was received. This matter was resolved in late 2017 with the rival group allocated to work on separate standards for level 6 and/or level 7 FE teaching/management (still in development)
Funding bands were allocated for these apprenticeships late 2018 as follows:
· Further Education Learning and Skills Teacher (Level 5): £9000
· Higher/ Further Education - Assessor Coach (Level 4): £6000
· Higher/ Further Education - Learning Mentor (Level 3): £5000

The Trailblazer Leadership Group appealed these. A review was made and revised funding bands have been offered. 
· Further Education Learning and Skills Teacher (Level 5): £10000
· Higher/ Further Education - Assessor Coach (Level 4): £7000
· Higher/ Further Education - Learning Mentor (Level 3): £5000

The Leadership Group has until 9 January 2019 to appeal and the matter is currently awaiting their response, although I have heard that they will accept these [awaiting confirmation].
When this final matter is resolved, they will be published on the website and, once an End Point Assessment Organisation [EPAO] has been appointed, available to run.
